Book Talk Requirements

Complete Steps 1-3.  Please be sure that you read your book, understand it, and complete projects that convey this understanding to me.  I want to feel like I understand your book, thoroughly, through your projects.

Step #1: (30 Points)

Create a chronological timeline of the events in the book.  You must include at least 20 IMPORTANT events.  Be sure to specify whom you are talking about in each event; do not use pronouns.

Step #2:  (25 Points)

Choose one of the following options to complete. This part must be done on a clean sheet of lined paper. Grammar and spelling count, so keep that in mind while you are completing your option. Each option needs to be ¾ of a page long.
OPTION 1: ONLY CHOOSE THIS OPTION IF YOU READ A BOOK THAT HAS A MOVIE VERSION.

Explain, in ¾ of a page, how the movie differs from the book. Be sure that your analysis is not surface; you must dig deep into the plot details that may be different. I do not want to read an entire response about the fact that the main character’s hair is a different color and he/she has a different name (for instance). Use SPECIFIC details from both (book and movie) to support your point. This option REQUIRES you to read the book AND watch the movie.

OPTION 2:

Which one of the characters would make a good friend?  Explain why you would pick them as a friend.  Write a ¾ of a page explanation, using specific examples from the book.

OPTION 3:

Write a letter to the author explaining your thoughts about the novel.  What did you like?  What did you dislike?  How would you have changed this book?  This letter needs to be ¾ of a page long, and it must follow standard letter format.

OPTION 4:

If you had written the book, which part would you have written differently?  Explain, in detail, how you would have written it and how it would have made a difference in the story.  Be sure to summarize this part of the story before you explain the change(s) you would like to have made.

OPTION 5:

Pretend you are a character from the story and write a diary from the perspective of that character, explaining the events of the story as seen from his/her point of view.  Include what happened, as well as how he/she during that time.  This entry must be at least ¾ of a page.  You may write more than one entry in order to satisfy the page-length requirement.
Step #3:

In order to learn about a character, an author will directly and indirectly introduce information to us. Give me examples of each type of characterization for the protagonist and antagonist.
