	Strategy
	Explanation

	Predict (P)
	Try to figure out what might happen next in your book.

FOR EXAMPLE: I think that…

	Connect (C)
	Connect what you read to your own life.

OR 

Connect what you read to the real world.

	Visualize (V)
	Draw a picture of one event from the day’s reading.



	Question (Q)
	Ask at least two questions about the day’s reading.

FOR EXAMPLE: Ask the author why a specific event occurred the way that it did.

	Clarify (CL)
	Simply summarize (in at least 3 sentences) what you read.



	Evaluate (E)
	Make a judgment about what you read. 

FOR EXAMPLE: Decide whether you liked a character’s decision.

OR

Explain how you would have written a specific portion of the day’s reading differently.
